Statement of the Committee’s Objective to Guide Future Work
· Improve awareness of and access to the HPV vaccine among family health providers and elsewhere by engaging regional coalitions to effectively disseminate information
Educational Tool
· Deborah Ritchey researched the type of content that should be used for the educational tool and found a program called “On Second Thought” that she discussed with the committee

· The program focuses on educating adolescents to make better choices
· Email messages are sent out that are targeted to the parents, not the adolescents directly
· Deborah volunteered to develop the first draft of the tool and will send it to Mark Byrne in the PAC³ Coordinating Office by Friday, June 26.

· The committee will then review the draft and make any revisions to it by Friday, July 10

· Mark Byrne will combine all of the revisions and resend a second draft for the committee to review

· After all content is finalized, formatting and design options will be explored to make the tool more reader-friendly 
· The target audience for the tool and any information in it will be focused on parents of adolescents who want to learn more about the vaccine
Face-to-Face Meeting 
· For several reasons, a face-to-face meeting is no longer being pursued at this point in time

· Travel budgets are being cut
· People cannot get away from the employers for a lengthy period of time

· Cross-state travel necessities may exclude some people from participating

· Pam Sturtz offered time and space in September for a meeting to take place and was acknowledged for her generosity in doing so
Other Accomplishments and Goals of the Committee
· Attendance on conference calls has been diminishing over the course of the year

· This is not unusual since committees will typically narrow their focus and consequently, fewer people remain as a part of the committee
· There currently is a study out there to start marketing the vaccine to older women who are between the ages of 24-45 years old
· The committee explored the idea of developing a second publication, after the above educational material is completed and disseminated 

· The committee discussed the idea of hosting an event around the HPV vaccine
· Expenses associated with the event can be explored at a later date if the committee decides to begin planning such an event

· In the meantime, the committee will begin to identify existing events and take note of them to avoid duplication of efforts.
· Deborah Ritchey noted the National Family Planning Reproductive Health Conference happens in April of each year
The PAC³ Coordinating Office will work with the committee to determine the best days and times for the next conference call.  The call will likely take place in late July or early August.
