Institute of Medicine Report (IOM Report)
· The IOM Report the committee is referencing for their work is from October 2007
· Title: Cancer Care for the Whole Patient: Meeting Psychosocial Health Needs
· The report can be found online at www.iom.edu/CMS/3809/34252/47228.aspx
· Marcie Grello previously reviewed the report to determine what part the Wellness Community could play in implementing the recommendations with the communities’ needs in mind
· Marcie also plans to review the report again in order to determine how PAC³ can use this report to help realize goals and objective of the Pennsylvania Comprehensive Cancer Control Plan
· What is currently being done to address the needs of the IOM Report in PA?
· This is currently unknown, but on a national level the Lance Armstrong foundation is having their financial supporters follow the recommendations of the IOM Report
Gilda’s Club and the Wellness Community
· Gilda’s Club is merging with the Wellness Community 
· This will be formally announced on May 14th 
· The “new organization” is currently searching for a new name
· Both organizations have an identical mission so the merge made good strategic sense
· Partners in Pittsburgh, Warminster, and Philadelphia are applying for funding
· The IOM report is guiding the organizations in addressing their missions 

· They address multiple recommendations from the report, such as psychosocial support for anxiety and depression, but do not address issues such as therapy and transportation
Ideas to Implement the IOM Recommendations in Pennsylvania 
· Work in the areas/categories of Support and Education in the IOM Report

· The idea of conducting a webinar was offered by Evelyn where the committee can introduce the IOM Report and find out what is being done in Pennsylvania

· Mark Byrne can speak on the webinar regarding the Pennsylvania Cancer Resource Database and encourage call participants to let us know what they are doing to implement the IOM report recommendations by posting their resources in the database

· The webinar can begin with Evelyn or Marcie explaining the particular areas of the report that will be addressed
· A keynote speaker can also be invited to present

· Polling questions will be done to understand the interests of participants 
· The webinar will be about an hour in length

· The webinar will be a good way to assess Pennsylvania’s awareness of the report and determine the progress being made in implementing its recommendations
